Subject: Illogical and unwarranted transfer of Shri D.C.Meena, DE (Trans) from Delhi to   Mumbai in an autocratic way.

Sir,

We are perturbed to see the autocratic functioning of MTNL Delhi administration. Instead of inculcating the proper work culture in MTNL where employees can be prepared to work hard sincerely and honestly to bring out the company from this pathetic situation in which it has gone into red because of wrong policies/decisions of govt, Delhi management has been adopting the negative approach of victimizing the officers and creating unnecessary panic amongst them. We have seen in the past also that instead of taking corrective measures, MTNL Delhi administration always preferred the easy way of using their administrative powers to harass the officers. It is very easy to take action against any official, but to improve the system; it requires a lot of hard work, management skill and will power, which we are seeing is missing in MTNL Delhi.
Transferring the officer in subject from Delhi to Mumbai on a ground that he could not reach at the site of a cable fault , with the given fact that he was not feeling well and had sent his sub ordinate officers to attend the fault, is a case of over action of senior management with out going into the depth of the case. It is not the fit case of taking the extreme step of transferring him to Mumbai. If at all he was not performing well, he should have been transferred from his present posting to another place in transmission or out of the transmission but not at all to Mumbai. I would like to make it clear that this Association is not to protect any corrupt or non performer. But the unwarranted action and harassment will be resisted by this Association. The transfer to Mumbai is not only the punishment to the individual officer but to his entire family. More over, Shri D.C. Meena is suffering from hyper tension and is a diabetic patient and has also suffered the paralytic attack. This blitz of transfer to Mumbai may make his condition more serious which may lead to serious threat to his life. Few months back, because of inhuman approach of management, one officer who was suffering from kidney problem was transferred to Mumbai, because of this his kidney problem aggravated and he had to lose his life. 
Therefore, in view of above, I request your good self to get his transfer orders cancelled on the merit of the case and also on sympathetic ground.
