Subject :Revision of pension of MTNL pensioners governed by Government Pension scheme.

R/Sir,


We represent the DOT recruited officers and employees absorbed in and retired from  MTNL. Most respectfully we are to submit to your good self as follows:

We are happy to know that, DOT is considering to revise the pension of BSNL pensioners. The MTNL pensioners are also governed by Government pension scheme and they are on the identical footing in this respect as BSNL pensioners and hence entitled to revision of pension on the same line. While the process of revision of pension of BSNL pensioners is in advanced stage,  it is regretted to mention that no such step seems to have been initiated for revision of pension of MTNL pensioners despite repeated requests.

All the absorbed employees of MTNL and BSNL were recruited by Government of India , served in the same Govt. Department and only at the fag end of their service life they were made to absorbed in either of the PSUs under the same administrative ministry, under the circumstances which were little short of compelling. Therefore there cannot be any sustainable basis for making discrimination against MTNL pensioners.

Both the BSNL and MTNL pensioners are governed by Government Scheme of Pension. The only difference is the ‘source of payment’.  Govt. pays the pension to BSNL pensioners , Govt. is the guarantor for uninterrupted  pension payment of MTNL pensioners. As a stop gap arrangement , MTNL has been paying the pension to MTNL pensioners pending requisite modalities to be framed. This alone cannot form the basis for denying similar pension , family pension and other pensionary benefits to the MTNL pensioners.

It is important to note that in 2002 ,  Ministry of Communication assured that there would be no discrimination against MTNL pensioners in respect of pension and pensionary benefits and the modalities of the same would be decided soon. This assurance should not be lost sight of.

May we, therefore, request you that, true to the assurances hitherto made , to kindly consider our request of revision of pension on the same line as it is being processed for BSNL pensioners.

We would also request you to kindly grant us a meeting so that we can present our case in person.
